OVERVIEW OF SUMMERDALE SCHOOLS 

 

      Elementary Schools:  Summerdale Elementary school 
has enrollment of 475 students in grades PK – 8th.  The 
average attendance rate is 97.1% for grades PK-8.  The 
percentage of students on free or reduced lunches is 66.5%.  
The faculty makeup of Summerdale Elementary consists of 
31 teachers, with 51.1% of those teachers holding at least a 
Master’s Degree- level certification.   
      Middle School:  Students in Summerdale can also 
attend Central Baldwin Middle School.  
      High School: Summerdale students attend Robertsdale 
High School, that has an enrollment of 1,190.  RHS has 76 
teachers, with 47.7% holding a Master’s degree, and 5.7% 
having a doctorate.  RHS also offers career / technical 
training programs whose students have a 97.1% placement 
rate out of those programs.
